This is the new headquarters for arc design; well respected fumiture
designers. The nature of the client’s business created an interest
for us in exploring the nature of ‘textures’ and ‘layers'.

A fabric of steel mesh has been ‘draped’ over the building
elements, providing a defensive screen at ground level and
adding fo the drama of the stair fower. This texture was continued
infemally with open wire mesh stair and siripping back fo celebrate
the original textures and qudlity of the original building falbric, adding
o it with simple, crisp white flush detailing.

The office accommedation is aranged around a new ceniral
reception area, which embelishes a wonderful conirast of rich
walnut, natural slate and original brickwork, set against crisp white
walls, flush detaiing and feature lighting.

Each office offers something different, the lower ground floor has a
very pure industrial feel, whilst the upper floors bask in the glory of
the orniginal exposed beams, with infermediate levels of fransparent
glazing and understated detailing.

This project leverages enterprise focus for regeneration and
community benefit. The building is about doing more than ‘just
good enough' and sending a message fo the community that
this asset, their asset, can and will be the hub of activity and
commerce.

Funded largely by Local Enterprise Growth Inifiative (LEGI) and
European Regional Development Fund (ERDF), the building
holds community incubator, a high growth incubation space,
start-up offices, conference space, restaurant and numerous full
service features.

The building itself is a former school building that had been sitting
derelict for many years, the fresh interior refurbbishment has
fransformed the intermal space, exploiting the central atrium
space and exposing many of the original features.

In 2005 architecture2B moved from our office in Wakefield to the
current office on The Cdlls, the location was perfect but the interior
decor and layout were less so.

The entire floor was gutted and a pupose made studio, designed
and occupied by the team was created.

Walls and cellings were siipped away, exposing the gritty siructure
and services to increase ceiing heights and open out the space,
a central glass shard meeting/conference room was consfructed
to provide a light, open plan office.
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
